1. Bazhovsky festival of folk art is an annual two-day festival, a holiday of folk
culture, art and creativity held at the weekend of late June in Chelyabinsk region of
Russia. The festival is named after the (11. FAME) Ural folklorist writer Pavel
Bazhov, a collector of folk tales of the Urals and the author of many tales. The
programme of the festival contains competitions and performances of folk art
groups, a fair of crafts and souvenirs, master classes in traditional folk crafts and
Russian cuisine (12. COMPETE). The participants usually wear national costumes
and come to the festival with a whole family.

2. The Carnival of Venice is the (13. OLD) of all the carnivals of the planet and
one of the most famous in the world. This costumed masquerade ball is held in
Venice. The (14. TRADITION) Venice Carnival lasts for more than two weeks -
the date of its opening depends on the beginning of Catholic Lent. For 12 days,
Venice with its streets and squares, canals, gondoliers and bridges turns into a
gigantic stage with decorations. Bubbles of fun, non-stop music, sleepless nights, a
parade of decorated boats and gondolas on the Grand Canal, and thousands of
masks make the festival a spectacular event.

3. The Rio Carnival is an annual festival in Brazil. The carnival, which (15.
COME) from the festival of Portuguese Shrovetide, is considered an act of farewell
to meat treats. The largest national holiday of the country has been held for about
two hundred years. Today the carnival (16. TURN) into a battle of samba schools,
a bright show in stunning costumes, a brilliant theater (17. PERFORM). One of the
traditions is to choose the king and queen of the carnival. The jury selects the best
dancers; the winners get a prize of hundreds of thousands of dollars. That is the
reason for participants to try hard to prepare for the event.

4. Holi Festival of Colors is the most (18. COLOUR) celebration in the world
which takes place in India. Holi is a centuries-old national tradition. This religious
holiday does not have an exact date; it can be held in February or March. At Holj,
people welcome spring, pay tribute to ancient gods, and just have fun. This
colorful action symbolizes the victory of good over evil. It all starts with a bonfire,
the sacred flame which “burns” evil, then the fun begins. People throw paint in the
air and at each other. The incredible energy of joy and happiness is so contagious
that today it (19. CELEBRATE) in many countries of the world.

5. La Tomatina is an annual holiday held at the end of August in Spain. The
festival lasts for a week and includes musical performances, a fair, a parade,
dancing and fireworks. Thousands of people come from different countries to
participate in the tomato battle. The night before the tomato battle, a paella contest
is held. During the battle people throw tomatoes at each other. To avoid (20.
INJURY) tomatoes must be crushed before throwing. After the battle, the walls of
the surrounding houses turn red, and the tomato slurry cover the pavements. Then
the cleaning process begins, the streets are cleaned by fire trucks and participants
wash (21. THEY) in the river.

6. The Lantern Festival is held in China on the 15th day of the (22. ONE)
month of the lunar calendar. It marks the end of the Spring Festival or the
traditional New Year. This is one of the oldest holidays in China. On this day, the
Chinese get together for a family dinner, watch fireworks and launch burning



lanterns into the sky. The main color of the holiday is red, a symbol of prosperity
and success. Every year, thousands of different lanterns are made for the holiday,
many of which are true works of art. Sounds made by (23. VARY) rattles, gongs
and drums make the show spectacular.

7. Oktoberfest is the largest festival in the world, which is visited by 6 million
people every year. Oktoberfest takes place in Munich from the middle of
September till the (24.
